Test Info: The Cable Test is used to simulate normal OSDP communication through a cable, at all
standard OSDP baud rates, to determine packet loss. The Test unit transmits OSDP messages and
receives any messages returned by the Echo unit. The Echo unit re-transmits OSDP messages back
to the Test unit to simulate normal OSDP communication. After all of the OSDP messages have
been transmitted during the test, the Test unit calculates the total packet loss based on how many
messages were returned intact.

600 Test: The Basic Cable Test sends 100 messages on each of the six baud rates, totaling 600
messages. This test takes approximately 60 seconds to complete.

6000 Test: The In-Depth Cable Test sends 1000 messages on each of the six baud rates, totaling
6000 messages. This test takes approximately 5 minutes to complete.
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
